Quick Start Guide

Where to use the product
Never use the product 
• in direct sunlight
• in conditions of extreme temperature or humidity
• in extremely dusty or dirty areas
• at locations where the unit can become wet
• near magnetic fields

General handling
• To prevent damage, never use force when operating the switches and controls.
• Never immerse the appliance in water. Just wipe it with a clean dry cloth. Do not use 

liquid cleaners such as benzene, thinners or flammable cleaning agents.

Keep foreign substances from the unit!
Keep the device away from containers with liquids. Should any liquid get into the unit, 
this could lead to its destruction or fire. Be sure not to let any metal objects into the 
unit.

Operating elements

Using the device
1. Connect the microphone whose signals are to be preamplified to the XLR input 

socket (INPUT).
2. Connect the device that is to process the preamplified signals to the output 

socket (OUTPUT) using a balanced XLR cable. This device must provide the 
phantom blocker with 48 V phantom power. The phantom blocker will not work 
without it. The phantom power is not routed to the microphone, ideal for use 
with dynamic or ribbon microphones. However, use with condenser micro-
phones or other microphones that require phantom power due to a built-in 
preamplifier is not possible.
