This device may be used only by persons with sufficient physical, sensorial, and intellectual
abilities and having corresponding knowledge and experience. Other persons may use this
device only if they are supervised or instructed by a person who is responsible for their safety.

Extend the life of the device by regular breaks in operation and avoid switching it on and off
frequently. This device is not suitable for continuous use.

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3 Features

The LED PAR is particularly suitable for professional lighting tasks, for example at events, on
rock stages and in theatres and musicals. The device is characterised by compact design and
particularly high light output.

Special features of the device:

n – Retro Flat Par 18x10W RGBWA UV (item no. 404358): 18 6-in-1 LEDs, 10 W each
– Retro Flat Par 18x12W RGBW (item no. 404364): 18 4-in-1 LEDs, 12 W each

n Control via DMX (three different modes), via buttons and display on the unit as well as an
optionally available IR remote control

n 14 preprogrammed automatic shows
n Sound control
n Master / Slave mode
n Replaceable lens unit
n Robust metal housing

For technological reasons, the light output of LEDs decreases over their lifetime. This effect
increases with higher operating temperature. You can extend the service life of the illuminants
by providing adequate ventilation and operating the LEDs with the lowest possible brightness.

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4 Installation

Unpack and check carefully there is no transportation damage before using the unit. Keep the
equipment packaging. To fully protect the product against vibration, dust and moisture during
transportation or storage use the original packaging or your own packaging material suitable
for transport or storage, respectively.

When mounting the device onto a stand, ensure that the stand is in a safe and
stable position and that the weight of the device does not exceed the maximum
permissible load capacity of the stand.

Possible data transmission errors
For error-free operation make use of dedicated DMX cables and do not use ordi‐
nary microphone cables.

Never connect the DMX input or output to audio devices such as mixers or ampli‐
fiers.

Please note that this device must not be connected to a dimmer.

You can install the unit in hanging or standing position. When in use, the device must always
be attached to a solid surface or an approved truss. Use the openings provided on the two-
piece bracket for attaching.

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Always work from a stable platform whenever installing, moving or servicing the unit. In doing
so, the area underneath the unit must be cordoned off.

Additionally secure the device by a safety cable against falling.

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5 Starting up

Create all connections while the device is off. Use the shortest possible high-quality cables for
all connections. Take care when running the cables to prevent tripping hazards.

Starting up
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Connect the DMX input of the device to the DMX output of a DMX controller or another DMX
device. Connect the output of the first DMX device to the input of the second one, and so on
to form a daisy chain. Always ensure that the output of the last DMX device in the daisy chain
is terminated with a resistor (110 Ω, ¼ W).

Connections in DMX mode

Starting up
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When you configure a group of devices in master/slave mode, the first unit will control the
other units for an automatic, sound-activated, synchronized show. This function is ideal when
you want to start a show immediately. Connect the DMX output of the master device to the
DMX input of the first slave device. Then connect the DMX output of the first slave device to
the DMX input of the second slave device and so on.

Connect the device to the power supply to start operation. After a few seconds, the display
indicates that a reset is in progress. The device is then ready for use.

Press [Mode] to activate the main menu and select an operating mode. Use [Setup] to select
further options. Use [Up] and [Down] to change the respectively indicated value. Use [Setup] to
confirm the selection.

The display is turned off after an adjustable period of time without keystroke. The set values
are retained even when the device is disconnected from the mains power supply.

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7.1 Operating mode ‘Manual’

This operating mode can only be activated when the unit is operating in stand alone mode or
as master in a master / slave combination. This setting is only relevant if the device is not con‐
trolled via DMX.

1. Press [Mode], use [Up] and [Down] to select the menu item ‘PROGRAM’  and confirm with
[Setup].

2. Use [Up] and [Down] to select the desired programme (01 … 14) and confirm with
[Setup].

ð The device starts the selected automatic show programme with different colour and
light effects.

The unit will cycle through the preprogrammed automatic programs.

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7.3 Operating mode ‘Sound Mode’

This setting is only relevant if the device is working as Slave in a Master / Slave configuration
and is not controlled via DMX. In this operating mode, the device responds to acoustic pulses
which are recorded by the integrated microphone.

1. Press [Mode], use [Up] and [Down] to select the menu item ‘SOUND’  and confirm with
[Setup].

2. Set the sensitivity of the built-in microphone with [Up] and [Down] in a range from ‘00’
… ‘31’  (minimum … maximum sensitivity) and confirm with [Setup].

ð The unit will cycle through the preprogrammed automatic programs and will be
controlled by the music.

7.4 Operating mode ‘Slave’

This setting is only relevant if the device is working as Slave in a Master / Slave configuration
and is not controlled via DMX.

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Press [Mode], use [Up] and [Down] to select the menu item ‘SLAVE’  and confirm with
[Setup].

ð The device follows the ‘Master's’ actions.

7.5 Operating mode ‘Static Colour’

This setting is only relevant if the device is working in Stand Alone mode and is not controlled
via DMX. In this operating mode, you have the option to select a self-defined mixing colour for
continuous operation.

[Setup].

2. Use [Up] and [Down] to set the intensity for each basic colour in a range from
‘000’  … ‘255’  (bright … dark) and confirm with [Setup].

This chapter will help you select the right cables and plugs to connect your valuable equip‐
ment so that a perfect light experience is guaranteed.

Please take our tips, because especially in ‘Sound & Light’ caution is indicated: Even if a plug
fits into a socket, the result of an incorrect connection may be a destroyed DMX controller, a
short circuit or ‘just’ a not working light show!

The unit offers a 3-pin XLR socket for DMX output and a 3-pin XLR plug for DMX input. Please
refer to the drawing and table below for the pin assignment of a suitable XLR plug.

In the following we list a few common problems that may occur during operation. We give you
some suggestions for easy troubleshooting:

Check the mains connection and the main fuse.

No response to the DMX con‐

1. Check the DMX connectors and cables for proper con‐
nection.

2. Check the address settings and the DMX polarity.

3. Try using another DMX controller.

4. Check whether the DMX cables run near or parallel to
high-voltage cables that may cause damage or interfer‐
ence to a DMX interface circuit.

The display shows the message
‘Temp Error’ .

The unit is overheated. Switch it off and let it cool down.

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11 Cleaning

Clean the optical lenses, that are accessible from the outside, regularly in order to optimize the
light output. The frequency of cleaning depends on the operating environment: wet, smoky or
particularly dirty surroundings can cause more accumulation of dirt on the optics of the
device.

n Clean with a soft cloth using our lamp and lens cleaner (item no. 280122).
n Always dry the parts carefully.

The fan grids of the device must be cleaned of any contamination, such as dust, etc. on a reg‐
ular basis. Before cleaning, switch off the device and disconnect mains-operated devices from
the mains. Only use pH-neutral, solvent-free and non-abrasive cleaning agents. Clean the unit
with a slightly damp lint-free cloth.
