With a dual moving bar, each with four coloured beams, the LED effect provides impressive
effects on stages and dance floors. The fast-paced light show with razor-sharp beams is espe‐
cially effective in combination with haze or fog.

For technological reasons, the light output of LEDs decreases over their lifetime. This effect
increases with higher operating temperature. You can extend the service life of the illuminants
by providing adequate ventilation and operating the LEDs with the lowest possible brightness.

Unpack and carefully check that there is no transportation damage before using the unit. Keep
the equipment packaging. To fully protect the device against vibration, dust and moisture
during transportation or storage use the original packaging or your own packaging material
suitable for transport or storage, respectively.

Create all connections while the device is off. Use the shortest possible high-quality cables for
all connections. Take care when running the cables to prevent tripping hazards.

Connect the DMX input of the device to the DMX output of a DMX controller or another DMX
device. Connect the output of the first DMX device to the input of the second one, and so on
to form a daisy chain. Always ensure that the output of the last DMX device in the daisy chain
is terminated with a resistor (110 Ω, ¼ W).

Connections in DMX mode

Starting up
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When you configure a group of devices in master/slave mode, the first unit will control the
other units for an automatic, sound-activated, synchronized show. This function is ideal when
you want to start a show immediately. Connect the DMX output of the master device to the
DMX input of the first slave device. Then connect the DMX output of the first slave device to
the DMX input of the second slave device and so on.

6.1 Starting the device

Connect the device to the power supply to start operation. After a few seconds, the device is
ready for operation and the previously set operating mode is activated.

6.2 Main menu

1. Press [MODE] until the display shows ‘Addr’ .

2. Press [ENTER] and use [UP] and [DOWN] to enter the desired DMX start address (A001 -
A512).

3. Confirm your entry with [ENTER].

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Synchronous control of several devices of the same model with one DMX controller is possible
if you configure the devices with the same DMX start address and the same DMX channel
mode.

1. Press [MODE].

2. Press [Up] or [Down] until ‘ModE-’  is displayed.

3. Confirm your entry with [ENTER].

4. Press [Up] or [Down] until ‘ChAn’  is displayed.

5. Confirm your entry with [ENTER].

6. Use [UP] and [DOWN] to select the desired DMX mode (7-channel mode, 11-channel
mode, 17-channel mode).

ð If the device does not receive a DMX signal, the display flashes. When a DMX signal is
present, the display stops flashing.

If no further commands are entered, the display automatically returns to the main menu
and the programme number is displayed.

In sound control mode, the LED effect lights are controlled by bass pulses transmitted through
the built-in microphone.

1. Press [MODE] until the display shows ‘ModE’ .

2. Press [ENTER] and use [UP] and [DOWN] to select the standalone mode ‘Soun’ .

3. Confirm your selection with [ENTER].

4. Press [ENTER] and use [UP] and [DOWN] the desired microphone sensitivity (Su00 = Min‐
imum - Su99 = Maximum).

In the following we list a few common problems that may occur during operation. We give you
some suggestions for easy troubleshooting:

Troubleshooting
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Symptom Remedy

The unit does not work, no light Check the mains connection and the main fuse.

No response to the DMX con‐
troller

1. If the dot after the last digit in the display does not
flash in ‘DMX’ mode, no DMX signal is received. Check
whether the DMX controller is switched on. Check the
DMX connectors and cables for proper connection.

2. If the dot after the last digit in the display is flashing
but there is still no response, check the address settings
and the DMX polarity.

3. Try using another DMX controller.

4. Check whether the DMX cables run near or parallel to
high-voltage cables that may cause damage or interfer‐
ence to a DMX interface circuit.

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9 Plug and connection assignments

This chapter will help you select the right cables and plugs to connect your valuable equip‐
ment so that a perfect light experience is guaranteed.

Please take our tips, because especially in ‘Sound & Light’ caution is indicated: Even if a plug
fits into a socket, the result of an incorrect connection may be a destroyed DMX controller, a
short circuit or ‘just’ a not working light show!

The unit offers a 3-pin XLR socket for DMX output and a 3-pin XLR plug for DMX input. Please
refer to the drawing and table below for the pin assignment of a suitable XLR plug.

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10 Cleaning

Clean the optical lenses, that are accessible from the outside, regularly in order to optimize the
light output. The frequency of cleaning depends on the operating environment: wet, smoky or
particularly dirty surroundings can cause more accumulation of dirt on the optics of the
device.
