Using the product

1. Connect the device to the power grid using the supplied mains power adapter to
start operation. The control LED @ lights up.

2. Connect effects pedals or similar devices that require DC 9 V === supply voltage at
a maximum of 500 mA to outputs 1 - 8 using appropriate voltage supply cables.
The maximum output power may not exceed 18 W.
