● The PD-125/105 contains a head and rim sensor, for superior 
expressiveness.

● The potential of the PD-125/105 is realized most fully when used with the 
TD-20/TD-12 percussion sound module.

• You can change the nuance of the sound with both rim shots and head 
playing position.

• Brushes (nylon) can be used for brush playing. Do NOT use metal 
brushes!

VERY IMPORTANT!!!
BEFORE playing the pads, you must TUNE them to your 
preferred playing tension. They are NOT tuned before 
shipping. Failure to adjust tension may result in damage 
to the trigger sensor.

• Do not expose the unit to direct sunlight, place it near devices 

that radiate heat, leave it inside an enclosed vehicle, or otherwise 
subject it to temperature extremes. Excessive heat can deform or 
discolor the unit.

• When moved from one location to another where the temper-

ature and/or humidity is very different, water droplets (conden-
sation) may form inside the unit. Damage or malfunction may 
result if you attempt to use the unit in this condition. Therefore, 
before using the unit, you must allow it to stand for several 
hours, until the condensation has completely evaporated.

• Do not allow rubber, vinyl, or similar materials to remain on the 

unit for long periods of time. Such objects can discolor or 
otherwise harmfully affect the finish.

• For everyday cleaning wipe the unit with a soft, dry cloth or one 

that has been slightly dampened with water. To remove 
stubborn dirt, use a cloth impregnated with a mild, non-abrasive 
detergent.

• The snare stand is supported by means of a tripod. When 

installing the drum set, make sure the legs of the tripod are 
opened wide enough to keep the equipment from falling over.

Use a Stereo cable to make connections. If you use a monaural cable, rim shots cannot 
be played. You can play rim shots when the pad is connected to the trigger input 
shown below.

Make sure the snare drum stand you use is designed to firmly hold a 12-inch (PD-
125) or 10-inch (PD-105) drum.

By using the TD-20/12 as the sound module, you can produce changes in the sound 
depending on the position on the head that is struck. For accurate detection of the 
point where the head is struck, adjust the tension so that it is completely uniform 
throughout the head.

Positional Sensing with the TD-20/12

On the PD-125/105, adjusting 
the head tension affects only 
the head response, and not the 
pitch of the sound, as it would 
on an acoustic drum. To adjust 
the pitch, edit the sound 
parameters of the TD-20/TD-
12. For details refer to the 
respective owner's manual.

Head tension may change over 
a period of time, so readjust 
when necessary.

Heads MUST BE TUNED BEFORE PLAYING.
